Freedom is important. It is necessary for people to lead an equal life in a society. 

That's what Martin Luther King Jr., Mohandas Gandhi, and Nelson Mandela pursued. 

Despite the harsh challenges they faced, they still promoted the concept of democracy 

with heart and soul. People in their countries did not enjoy the right of freedom until 

they  successfully  had  their  political  systems  changed.  They  showed  that  freedom  is 

important  and  that  people  in  their  countries  have  equal  rights  because  of  their  hard 

work.

In school, we are granted a limited freedom under the school rules. Every school 

establishes its own student parliament where students can express themselves freely and 

discuss issues related to their school life. Leaders of the parliament are mostly voted by 

students.
